Inspired by Jackson Pollock, our Year 2s have been
using different tools to create their abstract piece of
artwork.

Children collected twigs during their afternoon playtime
at the park as they were so excited to use these in their
art. In our first lesson, we created a background using
oil pastels and then they used twigs to do ‘drip
technique’ on their paper, using different coloured
paint.

The second lesson involved using different objects and
spreading the paint across their paper. We discussed
the effect of this technique.

The year 7s created structures together to explore how to
work together and collaborate ideas to build the tallest
structure possible using recycled cardboard and limited
resources. This activity is a precursor to the final sculpture
required from each pupil in our next lesson. Initially pupils
discussed possible design structures to construct given
basic jigsaw cuts to wedge pieces together. Pupils then
needed to test their designs and quickly make changes as
their designs unfolded. Fundamental structural principles
were discovered; have a strong base and using
counterbalancing to build up. The engagement was high
amongst all pupils and basic design processes such as
initial design making, drawing upon structural principles
and problem solving on the fly were on display. The pupils
are now ready to complete their final CUblst scul tures with
these design strategies in mind! i %" <

Chinese Language in Primary

This week Y1 learn song leaders are happy to lead the class in singing {*z%R3X) to extend the learning.
Students enjoy playing “shotgun” to remember key phrases. Y2 learners get familiar with measure words
for dictionaries. Pick up phrase B & 2%...(There are...in my school bag). Students from FCL explore
the names of food through games.
